US Copyright law requires a copyright transfer be obtained from authors of papers published in SPWLA publications. Copyright forms must be signed and returned by the corresponding author at the time of extended abstract submission.

If a presenting author fails to appear at the symposium to present the paper (ORAL or POSTER), the author will be subject to a two-year ban at the annual symposium and for publication in Petrophysics.

Any co-author of the paper can replace the presenting author as long as the corresponding author have informed the Vice President of Technology in a timely manner.
